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Currently, the Saudi economy is witnessing one 
of its best performance periods due to the continuing 
process of economic reforms that have far reaching 
effects. The country has adopted similar steps aimed at 
increasing the citizen's welfare. The salaries of 
government employees were raised by 15 percent. This 
increase included civilians and military personnel, 
excluding ministers and superior 15th grade staff. An 
extra one-month salary was given to fifth grade staff 
and below, and low ranking  military personnel. 

 
During fiscal year 1425/1426 H (2005), many 

decisions and measures were taken to enhance the 
national economy’s advancement, the most important 
of which are: 
1. The accession of the Kingdom to the World 

Trade Organization (WTO). 
2. Signing a BOT (build, operate and transfer of 

ownership) contract for Shoaibah project for 
water and electricity production with the private 
sector, which is the first and largest of four 
projects (Shoaibah, Shoqaiq, Jubayl, and Ras 
Azour) that were approved by the Supreme 
Economic Council. 

3. Signing the (North/South) railroad network 
supervision contract. The line is 2,400 km long 
and it links Jubail with Jalamid. Bids will be 
invited for its implementation in an open 
international tender. This project is of strategic 
and vital significance for the national economy. 
It will also contribute to expanding and 
diversifying the production base, securing more 
job opportunities for citizens and increasing the 
business of transporting oil, agricultural and 
industrial products as well as goods and 
passengers. 

4. Signing contracts for executing 2,900 
government projects and schemes, with a total 
value of Rls 40 billion. 

5. The Saudi Post Corporation commenced its 
activity on a commercial basis. This will 
contribute to developing postal services and 
introducing new  advanced services, especially 
the “distribution to place of residence” service. 

6. The commencement of the General Organization 
for Civil Aviation of its business in accordance 

with commercial standards. This will have a 
positive impact on enhancing and developing 
airports, ground services and air cargo in 
general. In addition, the aviation law and the 
civil aviation tariff law were issued. 

7. During this year, several laws aimed at 
strengthening the investment environment were 
approved, including regulatory arrangements for 
the judiciary and settlements of disputes, the 
labor law; the Human Rights Organization Law, 
the electricity law; forming a council for 
protecting competition aimed at preventing 
monopoly and realizing fair competition and the 
rules for offering joint-stock real estate 
investments. These measures were in completion 
of what has been done in the past years, 
including measures and decisions aimed at 
enhancing the national economy structure. 
 

The Budget for 1426/27H (2006) 
 

The state budget for fiscal year 1426/27H (2006) 
was announced on Monday 10th Dhual-Qa’dah 1426 H 
(corresponding to 12/12/2005) along with a statement by 
the Ministry of Finance reviewing the main features of the 
budget, the developments of the national economy and the 
government’s fiscal program during the year 2006. 

 
The state budget for fiscal year 1426/27 H 

(2006) estimated total revenues and total expenditure at 
Rls 390 billion and Rls 335 billion respectively, 
resulting in an estimated surplus of Rls 55 billion. 
These estimates represent increases of 39.3 percent and 
19.6 percent in total revenues and total expenditure 
from those of the preceding fiscal year 1425/1426 
(2005) balanced budget that estimated both revenue and 
expenditure at Rls 280 billion (Table 8.1). 

 
The budget for the fiscal year 2006 concentrated 

on expediting the completion of development projects 
and schemes, especially those which provide essential 
services to citizens, continuing the work on reducing 
public debt and implementing new service and 
development projects, and new phases of some 
previously approved projects with a cost of more than 
Rls 126 billion. 

 
PUBLIC FINANCE 
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The balance of outstanding public debt at the 
end of fiscal year 1425/26H (2005) amounted to Rls 
459,647.0 million compared to Rls 610,608.0 million in 
the preceding year, declining by Rls 150,961.0 million, 
or 24.7 percent, to constitute 39.6 percent of GDP. 

 
The appropriations for the sectors of general 

education, higher education and manpower training 
amounted to Rls 87.2 billion. Their percentage share 
amounted to 26 percent of the state budget. The capacity 
of educational institutions was increased and 
employment opportunities were improved for male and 
female citizens in compliance with the need of labor 
market. Moreover, new educational and training projects 
were approved. The most important of which are: 
establishing and furnishing 2,673 schools for male and 
female students all over the Kingdom in addition to the 
ones under construction currently, which amount to 
3,300; apart from renovating and providing safety 
means for 2,000 school buildings; adding classrooms 
to existing schools; furnishing schools and providing 
them with educational aids and computer labs; and 
constructing administrative buildings for the general 
education sector. 

 
With respect to higher education, the budget 

included opening of three new universities in Jazan, 
Ha’il, and Al-jawf, and establishing their campuses 

which include infrastructure and 12 colleges; 
supporting other universities by establishing and 
furnishing 85 new colleges in the existing universities; 
equipping 3 new university hospitals and improving the 
existing ones. The budget envisaged an additional 
program for scholarships abroad in the majors of 
medicine, engineering, computer, accounting and law. 

 
As for technical education and vocational 

training, the execution of vocational training programs 
will be continued in various professions required by the 
labor market. These include the technical military 
training program which is currently under 
implementation in association with the military sectors 
and the General Organization of Technical Education 
and Vocational Training, and increasing the capacity of 
the affiliate institutes and centers. The budget also 
included new projects, namely, establishing and 
furnishing 3 technological colleges for male students, 3 
higher institutes for female students and 12 vocational 
training institutes; opening and operating 3 
technological colleges for boys, 5 high technological 
institutes for girls and 9 vocational training institutes. 

 
Regarding health services and social 

development, Rls 31 billion was appropriated for this 
sector. New projects have been approved for 
establishing and equipping 440 primary health care

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centers throughout the Kingdom, establishing 24 new 
hospitals in addition to furnishing, expanding and 
improving the existing health institutions and facilities. 
The cost for implementing those projects is estimated at 
Rls 4.3 billion. Currently, 89 hospitals are under 
construction throughout the Kingdom with a capacity of 
10,650 beds.  After completing those projects, the bed 
capacity of government hospitals of the Ministry of 
Health will rise by 29 percent. 

 
In the area of social services, the budget 

included new projects for social care and 
observation, rehabilitation centers, buildings for 
labour bureaus and social security in addition to 
supporting the capabilities of the Ministry of Labour 
and the Ministry of Social Affairs to accomplish the 
goals of social development. The amount 
appropriated for the housing projects  for low income 
citizens throughout the Kingdom was raised to Rls 
10,000 million, and the maximum limit of annual 
social security appropriations for a single family was 
increased from Rls  16,200 to Rls 28,000. 

 
As for the transport and communication sector, 

Rls 9.8 billion was appropriated for executing new (one 
and two-way) highways totaling 5,700 km, with an 
estimated cost of Rls 7.8 billion. These include the new 
road (Bat’ha–Shaibah–Umm’azzamul) which connects 
the Kingdom to the  neighboring Sultanate of Oman, 
the present dual road (Al-Kharj–Harad–Bat’ha) which 
links the Kingdom with neighboring UAE, the direct 
highway between Al-Maddinah and Ha’il, and 
completing other main roads. Moreover, Studies and 
designs have been prepared for other new roads with a 
total length of more than 6,000 km, in addition to 
12,000 km (single and double highways) currently 
under construction. The most important roads are: the 
international highway (Al-Jawf–Ha’il–Qasim), the 
costal road (Jeddah–Jazan), its northern part (Yanbu’–
Al-Wajh–Dheba–Sharma), the road of (Tabuk–Tema–
Al-Maddinah), the road of (Khmis Mushait–Najran), 
the road of (Najran–Assulayyil), the southern road 
(Riyadh–Al-Hottah–Al-Khamasin–Khmis Mushait) and 
the northern road (Ar’ar–Turayf–Al-Qurayat) which are 
about to be completed. In addition, the budget involved 
the approval of new projects with estimated costs of Rls 
1.4 billion including the establishment and development 

of ports, railways, air ports facilities and postal 
services. 

 
Expenditure appropriations for water, industry, 

agriculture, infrastructure and other economic sectors 
accounted for Rls 22.5 billion. The new budget 
envisaged many projects throughout the Kingdom for 
water, sewage services, dams, well drilling, pumping 
and purification plants, and desalination plants with an 
estimated cost of Rls 13 billion, Rls 5.25 billion of 
which is to support water sources and networks, Rls 3.5 
billion for recycling plants and sewage networks 
projects, and more than Rls 4.2 billion for desalination 
plants and desalinated water pipelines projects . 

 
In the agricultural field, the budget included new 

projects for establishing animal and vegetable 
quarantines and labs for detecting and controlling  
animal and plant diseases; and supply of boats for 
fishing. A number of grain silos and flour mills are 
currently under construction in Riyadh, Al-Madinah, 
Ha’il and Al-Jawf at a cost of Rls 700 million. 

 
As for industry, the objective is to increase 

domestic investments and to attract foreign 
investments. The budget included new projects in 
Jubayl and Yanbu’ industrial cities for developing and 
preparing the infrastructure of petrochemical industries 
in Jubayl 2 and Yanbu’ 2 (second phase), and 
establishing additional piers in Jubayl’s industrial port 
with costs amounting to more than Rls 5 billion, given 
that the total area for all phases of both industrial zones 
is 87,000,000 m2. 

 
The appropriations for municipal services 

amounted to Rls 11.6 billion. The budget included new 
municipal projects and additions to some existing 
municipal projects. The cost for their implementation is 
estimated at Rls 10 billion, including new intersections, 
underpasses and flyovers for some roads and streets 
inside the cities; improving and modernizing current 
roads and streets in order to remove traffic bottlenecks, 
in addition to completing streets asphalting and lighting  
projects, rainwater drainage systems, preventing flood 
risks, disposal of waste, filling up swamps and 
developing and improving seacoasts (Table 8.2 and 
Chart 8.1). 
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Specialized Development Funds 
 

The capital of the Real Estate Development 
Fund will be raised by Rls 9 billion to Rls 92 billion. 
The Saudi Credit Bank’s capital will also be increased 
by Rls 3 billion to Rls 6 billion in order to support 
people of limited income such as  crafts-men, medium 
and small businesses. Moreover, the capital of the 
Saudi Industrial Development Fund was increased by 
Rls 13 billion to Rls 20 billion. These funds and other 
government development banks will continue to extend 
loans for development projects in industrial, 
agricultural and real estate fields. These loans will 
contribute to providing more job opportunities and 
accelerating the pace of economic growth. Loans 

commitments in fiscal year 1425/1426H (2005) 
amounted to Rls 22.5 billion. The budget also 
included appropriations for supporting the lending 
program for private universities, colleges and schools. 
The value of the approved loans in fiscal year 
1425/1426H (2005) amounted to Rls 300 million. 

 
Budgetary Appropriations for Public Institutions 
 

Budgetary appropriations for public 
institutions have recorded increases with varying rates 
for 1426/27H (2006) as compared to the preceding 
year. Appropriations were made for three universities, 
namely, Jazan University Rls 151.4 million, Al-Jawf 
University Rls 130 million, and Ha’il University Rls

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135 million, in addition to earmarking Rls 2,518.8 
million for King Faisal Specialist Hospital & Research 
Centre and Rls 2,737 million for the General Authority 
of Civil Aviation (GACA). 

 
The largest increase in appropriations went for Al-

Qasim University by 74.4 percent, followed by the Saudi 
Railways Organization by 73.4 percent, Ta’if University 
by 70.2 percent and the Communications and Information 
Technology Commission (C.I.T.C) by 62.2 percent. The 
appropriations have been raised by 47.1 percent for the 
Royal Commission for Jubayl and Yanbu, 40.0 percent for 
the Saudi Food and Drug Authority, 37.2 percent for the 
Saudi Post Organization, 34.0 percent for Taibah 
University, 33.0 percent for the General Organization of 
Technical Education and Vocational Training, 32.5 
percent for Umm Al Qura University, 32.0 percent for the 
Saline Water Conversion Corporation, 28.2 percent for the 
Islamic University, 28.1 percent for King Faisal 
University, 26.7 percent for the Saudi Geological Survey 
Authority, 24.9 percent for the Grain Silos and Flour Mills 
Organization, 23.7 percent for the Institute of Public 
Administration, 22.6 percent for Imam Muhammed Ibn 
Saud University, 21.9 percent for the Saudi Red Crescent 
Society, 19.5 percent for King Saud University and 18.0 
percent for the Saudi Arabian Standards Organization 
(SASO). Budgetary appropriations for other public 
institutions registered growth with varying rates of 17.6 
percent for the Saudi Ports Authority, 17.5 percent for the 
Supreme Commission for Tourism, 17.4 percent for King 
Abdulaziz University, 17.3 percent for the Saudi Arabian 
General Investment Authority (SAGIA), 15.2  percent for 
the Saudi Arabian Airlines, 15.1 percent for King 
Abdulaziz City for  Science & Technology (KACST) and 
14.6 percent for King Fahd University for Petroleum and 
Minerals; while the lowest budgetary appropriations went 
for the Military Industries Organization  and King Khalid 
University by 9.6 percent and 10.5  percent respectively 
(Table 8.3). 

 
Actual Revenues and Expenditure for 2005 
 

Data on actual revenues and expenditure for 
fiscal year 1425/26 (2005) denote an increase of 43.9 
percent in total revenues over the preceding year to Rls 
564.3 billion as a result of a rise in oil revenues. 

 
Total actual expenditure in 2005 stood at Rls 

346.5 billion, recording an increase of 21.5 percent over 

the preceding year due to a 15 percent rise in 
salaries, granting a one-month basic salary to some 
categories of Saudi workers, executing projects in 
the sacred sites, settling farmers dues for the 
previous years pertaining to wheat, barley and fodder 
subsidies, agricultural subsidies, and additional 
allowances and bonuses for some military and 
security sectors to cover security aspects and new 
contingent expenditure. Current expenditure 
accounted for 82.0 percent of total expenditure 
during the year compared to 86.8 percent in the 
previous year. 

 
Actual budgetary surplus in the fiscal year 

1425/1426 H (2005) amounted to Rls 217.9 billion against 
a surplus of Rls 107.1 billion in the preceding year. The 
surplus was utilized in improving and expanding 
infrastructure, developing the utilities for the housing of 
low-income citizens throughout the Kingdom over 5 fiscal 
years, raising the capital of some of the development 
funds,  paying out part of the public debt and increasing 
foreign exchange reserves (Table 8.4). 

 
In comparison with the budget projections, the 

actual revenues during fiscal year 2005 rose by Rls 
284.3 billion or 101.5 percent over the projected 
revenues of Rls 280.0 billion in the state budget for the 
same year. This can be attributed to a rise in actual oil 
revenues to Rls 504.5 billion, increasing by 129.3 
percent or Rls 284.5 billion over the state budget 
estimates for fiscal year 2005. Other revenues declined 
by 0.3 percent from the projections. 

 
Actual expenditure rose by Rls 66.5 billion or 

23.7 percent in 2005 compared to expenditure 
appropriations of Rls 280.0 billion in the state budget of 
the same year (Table 8.5 and Chart 8.2). 

 
Actual Oil and Non-oil Revenues 
 

Actual oil revenues recorded an increase of 52.9 
percent to Rls 504,540 million in 2005, against a rise of 
42.9 percent in 2004. The share of oil revenues stood at 
89.4 percent of total revenues in 2005 compared to 84.1 
percent in the preceding year. 

 
Non-oil revenues registered a decline of 4.0 

percent to Rls 59,795 million in 2005 as compared to a 
rise of 0.5 percent in the previous year. Their share was

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about 10.6 percent of total revenues during 2005 
against 15.9 percent in the preceding year (Table 8.6 
and Chart 8.3). 

 
Actual Current and Capital Expenditure 
 

Current expenditure registered an increase of 14.7 
percent to Rls 284,173 million in 2005 as compared to an 
increase of 10.8 percent in 2004. Actual capital 
expenditure also recorded a rise of 65.9 percent to Rls 
62,301 million in 2005 against an increase of 12.2 percent 
in 2004. The share of current expenditure declined to 82.0 

percent of total expenditure in 2005 compared with 86 
percent in 2004. On the other hand, the share of capital 
expenditure rose to 18.0 percent of total expenditure 
during 2005 (Table 8.7 and Chart 8.4). 

 
Ratio of Budget Actual Surplus to GDP 
 

Preliminary figures indicate an actual surplus of 
about Rls 217.9 billion in the state budget for 2005. 
This surplus represents 18.8 percent of GDP as 
compared to a surplus of Rls 107.1 billion or 11.4  
percent of GDP in the preceding year (Table 8.8).
