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Gross Domestic Product (GDP) 2005 
 
 Preliminary figures of GDP at current prices  
(excluding import duties) indicate a growth of 23.7 percent 
to Rls 1,150.6 billion during 2005 against  a growth of 
16.8 percent in the preceding year. This was mainly  
attributable to the growth of the oil sector by 42.8 percent 
during the year against a growth of 28.4 percent in the 
preceding year due to the improvement in  world oil 
prices. The non-oil sector grew by 7.8 percent in 2005 
against a growth of 8.5 percent in the preceding year, 
while  the private sector grew by 8.0 percent during the 
year against a growth rate of 7.5 percent in the preceding 
year. The government  sector recorded a growth rate of  
7.5 percent during the year against 10.4  percent in the 
preceding year  (Table 9.1, and Chart 9.1).  
 
 Preliminary figures  indicate that GDP at 
constant prices of 1999 (excluding  import duties)  rose 

by 6.5  percent during 2005 to Rls  760.5 billion 
compared to a growth   of 5.3  percent in the preceding 
year. The oil sector grew by 5.9 percent during the year 
against 6.7 percent in the preceding year. Preliminary 
figures also indicate  a growth in the non-oil sector by 
6.8  percent during the year as compared to 4.6 percent 
in the preceding year.  
 
 The private sector recorded a growth of 6.6 
percent during the year against 5.3 percent in the 
preceding year. The private sector accounted for 
the same share  of  44.2 percent of total GDP as in 
the preceding year, while the contribution of the 
government sector  rose slightly to 22.9 percent of 
the total GDP during the year  from 22.8 percent 
in the preceding year. The government sector  
recorded a growth of 7.2 percent during the year 
against a growth of 3.1 percent  in the preceding 
year.

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 Preliminary data indicate that the non-oil GDP 
implicit deflator rose by 0.9 percent  against a rise of 
3.7 percent in the preceding year (Table 9.1). 
 
 A breakdown of the non-oil GDP (at constant 
prices of 1999) by major economic activities 
indicates that all economic activities recorded 
remarkable improvement in their performance at 
varied rates during 2005. The "transport, storage and 
telecommunication activity" recorded the highest 
growth rate of  9.6 percent during the year against a 
growth rate of 8.0  percent in the preceding year, 
whereas the "agriculture, forestry and fishing 
activity"  registered  the  lowest  growth rate of 4.3 
percent against a growth of 3.1 in  the preceding 
year. The "manufacturing activity" grew by 7.1 
percent as compared to 6.8 percent in the preceding 
year. The "finance, insurance, real estate and 
business services activity" grew by 6.8 percent against 
4.4 percent in the preceding year. The "wholesale and 
retail trade, restaurant and hotel activity" grew by 6.2 
percent as compared to 5.0 percent in the preceding 
year. The "construction and building activity" grew by 
5.5 percent against a growth of 6.5 percent in the 
preceding year. The "public utilities activity (electricity, 

gas and water)" registered a growth of 5.4 percent 
against 6.5 percent in the preceding year (Table 9. 2).  
 
Contribution of the Private Sector to GDP  
 
 The private sector (at current prices) grew  by 
8.0  percent during 2005  against a  growth of  7.5  in 
the preceding year. The contribution of the private 
sector to GDP at current prices was 30.1  percent during 
2005 against 34.6 percent  in the preceding year (Table 
9.3 and Chart 9.1).  
 
Contribution of the Government  Sector to GDP  
 
 The government sector (at current prices) recorded 
a growth rate of 7.5 percent during 2005 against a growth 
of  10.4 percent in the preceding year. The contribution of 
the government  sector to GDP at current prices was 17.2  
percent during 2005 against 19.8 percent in the preceding 
year (Table 9.4 and Chart 9.1).  
 
Contribution of the Services Activity to GDP 
 
 The growth rate of services activity at current 
prices (including wholesale, retail, restaurants, hotels,

 The growth rate of industrial activity at 
current prices (including oil refining ) amounted to 
16.1 percent  during 2005 against a growth of 11.1 
percent in the preceding year. Its contribution to 
GDP (at current prices) amounted to  9.7 percent 
against  10.3  percent in the preceding year (Table 
9.6 and Chart 9.2).   
  
Contribution of the Agricultural Activity to GDP 
 
 The growth rate of agricultural activity at current 
prices  amounted to 2.9 percent during 2005 against a 

growth of 2.0 percent in the preceding year. Its  
contribution to  GDP (at current prices) stood at 3.3 
percent during the year against 4.0  percent in the 
preceding year  (Table 9.6 and Chart 9.2).  
 
Contribution of Other Major Activities to  GDP 
 
 The contribution of  mining and quarrying 
activity  (including crude oil , natural gas and other 
mining  and quarrying activities) to GDP (at current 
prices) amounted to 48.5 percent during 2005 against 
41.3 percent in the preceding year.

Its growth rate stood at 5.9  percent during the year 
against 5.4 percent in the preceding year (Table 9.7 and 
Chart 9.2). 
 
Gross Domestic Expenditure  
 
 Gross Domestic Expenditure (GDE) (at current 
prices) rose by 23.6 percent to Rls 1,160.7 billion 
(including import duties) during 2005 against Rls 938.8 
billion in the preceding year. This was attributed to an 
increase of 52.5 percent in net exports of goods and 
services to Rls 398.0 billion against  Rls 261.0 billion 
in the preceding year.  Net exports of goods and 
services accounted for 34.3 percent of GDE during 
2005 against  27.8  percent in the preceding year.  
 
 Gross fixed capital formation (including changes 
in inventory) rose by 10.7 percent to Rls 188.5 billion  
during 2005 against 6.8 percent to Rls 170.3 billion  in 
the preceding year.  Its share in GDE was 16.2 percent 

during the year against  18.1 percent in the preceding 
year.  
 
 Final consumption of the government sector 
rose by 21.1  percent  to Rls 268.5 billion during 2005 
against Rls 221.8  billion in the preceding year. Final 
consumption of the private sector also  increased by 
7.0 percent, from Rls 285.7 billion in 2004 to Rls 
305.6 billion in 2005. Total final consumption went 
up by 13.1  percent, from Rls 507.5 billion in 2004 to 
574.1 billion in 2005. The share of final consumption 
in GDE stood at 49.5 percent during 2005 against 
54.1 percent in the preceding year (Table 9.8 and 
Chart 9.3). 
 
Per Capita Income 
 
 Preliminary data indicate that annual per capita 
income in the Kingdom rose by 20.5 percent to Rls 
50,227 in 2005 againt an increase of 14.0 percent in the 
preceding year (Table 9.9).
